In order to serve you 

better and reduce unnecessary wait time at our 

office for services, on February 2nd, 2009, US 

Consulate Shanghai’s American Citizen Services 

(ACS) office implemented an appointment sys-

tem. 

 

We hope to provide even more timely response 

and assist you in planning ahead and budgeting 

your time for services offered including birth 

certificates, passport services, notaries, mar-

riage-ability affidavits, and more.  We have seen 

the success of this system in Hong Kong, Guang-

zhou, and Beijing, and would like to offer it to 

citizens coming to the Shanghai Consulate. 

 

Customers are required to make an appointment 

via the ACS website http://

shanghai.usembassy-china.org.cn/

general_information_acs.html  for all routine 

services, including: 

** Obtaining a U.S. passport for minors and 

adults   **Adding visa pages to a U.S. passport.   

**Applying for a Consular Report of Birth 

Abroad (CRBA) and first U.S. passport for chil-

dren.   **Returning to submit additional docu-

ments for a pending CRBA application.   

**Notarial Services.   **Marriage-ability Affida-

vit.

Visitors may receive several services during the 

same visit to American Citizen Services. 

Please make a separate appointment for each 

individual service.  In order to allow for sufficient 

time to clear security and enter the waiting room, 

please arrive at least (10) fifteen minutes before 

your appointment time. 

 

Scheduled appointments will be automatically 

canceled for applicants who arrive more than (15) 

fifteen minutes after their scheduled time. Appli-

cants who arrive late must make a new appoint-

ment via the ACS website.

** Apply for Reports of Death  *Report a passport 

lost / stolen when you are in urgent need to travel 

outside of China. Bring proof of pending travel to

Kang and Rang Tang Counties 

in Aba Prefecture have been 

closed to foreigners.  Ac-

cording to the Sichuan For-

eign Affairs Office, Jiuzhai-

gou County of Aba Prefecture 

will stay open to foreigners.

Security Situation: Travel to Western China 

 

You may fill out the re-

quired forms at the ACS web-

site 

http://shanghai.usembassy-

china.org.cn/passports.html#last 

 

Failure to fill out applica-

tions on-line, instead using 

handwritten applications, 

will delay processing of 

your application. 

 

If your passport is ever lost 

or stolen, you can print out 

an Statement Regarding Lost 

or Stolen Passport (DS-64). 

And if you are applying for a 

minorôs passport and both 

parents cannot sign the ap-

plication together, you can 

print out a Statement of Con-

sent (DS-3053). These appli-

cations can be handwritten. 

 

Starting February 15, the 

Shanghai American Citizen 

Services Section will re-

quire use of electronic ap-

plication forms for all 

passport services, including 

passport renewals and adding 

visa pages (Form DS-11, DS-82, 

DS-5504 or DS-4085),  After fill-

ing out your application on-

line, print and bring your 

application to your appoint-

ment.

cants:   Pay special atten-

tion to passport photo-

graphs.  We will ask you to 

get other photos if they 

donôt meet State Depart-

mentôs requirements.   

For passport and additional 

visa page appli-

cants:   Please remember to 

fill in your social security 

number.  This is required by 

law.   

For minor (below age 16) 

passport applicants:  Parents 

- please remember to bring 

your childôs original birth 

certificate when applying 

for a new or replacement 

passport. 

For notary clients:   Please 

make sure you have read your 

document(s) to be notarized 

and know the contents.  Do 

not sign your document , but 

make sure that all other 

blanks are filled in before 

coming to the Consulate. 

For notary clients:  If your 

signature must be notarized 

and witnessed, you must 

bring witnesses and their 

IDs with you. 

Please remember:   The fewer 

items you bring to the Con-

sulate (i.e. backpacks, lap-

tops, cellphones, etc.), the 

more quickly the security 

check will be for everyone. 

Please make sure  you have 

read our location, hours of 

operation and have taken 

note of Chinese and American 

holidays before planning 

your visit. 

Come early  for passport re-

newal:   Make appointment at 

least one month ahead of 

your Chinese Visa expiration 

date, since passport proc-

essing time is normally 

about 10 working days. 

For passport appli-

cants:   Complete but donôt 

sign passport applications 

ahead of time ï this consid-

erably shortens your visit.

Criminal Record Checks or Certificates of Good 

Avoid Delays in Receiving Refund Checks 
for Tax Year 2008: 

 

U.S citizen taxpayers in the Shanghai Consular District are reminded that they can often avoid unnecessary delays in receiving their tax refund checks from the Internal Reve-nue Service (IRS)http://www.irs.gov/. Taxpayers who have a checking, savings or IRA account with a bank or other financial institution in the U.S. are encouraged to fill in boxes 73(a)(b)(c) of Form 1040 with routing and account number information.  This allows the IRS to electronically transfer any refund due to you directly into your account, a process that is much faster, safer and more convenient than the alternative.
